The principal aim of the chapter is therefore to highlight an important but not fully understood function of a deliberative process: the cultivation and entrenchment of the social good of trust necessary for both peacemaking and peacebuilding.)
On the Run in Their Own Country: The Dignity of Belonging: Human Dignity and Internal Displacement (There are about 79 million persons around the globe who are internally displaced. Although natural disasters are one cause of internal displacement, the overwhelming majority are victims of conflict-driven displacement. This article explores the nature and cost of conflict-driven displacements, especially those which are identity-based (on ethnicity, religion, language, etc.). The article argues that the conditions in which this subset of IDPs find themselves are not entirely different from those that define stateless persons and refugees and hence regional and international responses to their plight should be as robust as they have been in relation to those other two categories of displaced persons.)
The Dignity of Belonging and the Indignity of Displacement (Book Project). The project explores the dignity of membership in a political community (“the right to have rights,” as Hannah Arendt would call it) and its opposite, the indignity of displacement, through a close and systematic inquiry into three categories of displaced persons—internally displaced persons, refugees and stateless persons. The purpose of the project is to apply a legal and political theory of dignity I have developed over the years to conditions of displacement where that important social good of membership (“the right to have rights,” as Hannah Arendt would call it) is unavailable.
